White Rock Lake Centennial Car Show By Bill Mott
On Saturday, June 25" White Rock Lake’s 100 day centennial celebration culminated in a beach party at the old bath house on the
eastern shore of the lake, replete with an original antique car show organized by yours truly, and a mahogany boat show put together by
the Wooden Boat Club of North Texas. While the temps were in the same 100 range as the age of the lake, there was plenty of shade
under the beautiful blooming Crepe Myrtles and everyone seemed to enjoy themselves kicking tires and making many new friends with
the fellow car enthusiasts in attendance. With the help of my many antique car friends we were successful in rounding up 50 of the most
diverse and interesting cars that have been gathered in Dallas in many years. The boat club was equally successful in bringing 30 antique
mahogany boats for the largest speed boat reunion on White Rock since the carly *50s.

The cars represented nearly 60 years of automotive history - both American and European, with the oldest being a red 1909 Maxwell
Roadster (one of seven brass era cars from 1909-1918) to the latest model being a beautifully restored yellow and white 1960 Nash
Metropolitan convertible. All cars were arranged by their year of manufacture, and there were cars there for every car enthusiast’s taste,
with True “Classics™ being the heavy favorite and well represented. We had only one pair of duplicate *57 T Birds, leaving all other cars
as single stand-alone makes and models that provided a wonderful variety of vehicles that people just never see in public anymore. From
the car owners, to the “For the Love of the Lake™ organization that sponsored the event, to the general public; the comment [ heard most
often was “Wow! [ haven’t seen one of those in years!™ or, “I’ve never seen one of those before!”

For me, the scene that best summed up the cars and the day was while [ was standing in front of the 1920s area looking at Sam Goforth’s
grandfather’s original 1924 Model T Fordor sedan that sold new for $640, parked right next to Jim Bannon’s 1924 Rolls Royce Silver
Ghost that sold new for $11,000! It just doesn’t get more diverse than that!
